			        Pvt2 Jeffery Ryan Aiken, 	
			        joined the U.S. Army in July 	
			        of 2011.  He completed his 	
			        training in Fort Knox, KY as 	
			        an ‘Abrams Tanker’, then 	
			        was stationed in Fort Hood, 	
			        TX until being deployed to 	
			        Tallil, Iraq in February.  Ryan 	
			        drives a MRAP (Mine 		
			        Resistant Ambush Proof) 18 	
			        hours a day.  His mission is 	
			        road clearance of bombs for 	
			        U.S. military convoys.  Ryan	
			        will serve in Iraq for one year.

			        Airman Ashton O. Mire 
			        joined the U.S. Air Force 	
			        in February 2011.  He is 	
			        presently involved in a
			        9-week training course at 
			        Lackland AFB in San 
			        Antonio, TX.  When he 
			        graduates from basic 
			        training, he will be classified
			        as “Heavy Equipment/
			        Emergency Vehicle 
			        Mechanic on the Flight Line” 
			        Two weeks into basic 
			        training, Ashton was 
promoted to Crew Chief and Weapons Monitor.  Ashton will 
graduate basic training on April 21, 2011, at which time he 
will be transferred to California for advanced training.  He 
will not know where he will be stationed until advanced 
training is completed.
